Why produce this shelter pack? The idea of this ‘Shelter in a pack’ came from the fact that there are many people in the churches who have a deep concern about homelessness and a desire to do something practical about it. A frequently asked question by those who encounter homeless people on the streets or at the church porch is ’What can I do?’.
This pack draws on the experiences of many individuals and groups who have been involved with setting up Winter Night Shelters for homeless people not catered for by other voluntary and statutory agencies. It includes lessons that have been learnt and best practice that has already been developed. It is a “how to do it guide” to providing temporary night shelter during the winter months, using church buildings and church and community volunteers.
How to use this 'Shelter in a Pack' The pack is divided into two sections. In the first section there are information sheets which give general information and guidance on how to set up a winter night shelter using church buildings. The second section includes model documents that can be used, copied or amended for any new project.
Language Different church groups use different names for their night shelters: some are referred to as ‘Cold weather shelters’, others as ‘Winter night shelters’. However, for convenience sake, this resource pack will refer to them as ‘shelters’. The common features are; · they are run by churches · they are temporary and · they are only open at night.
The people who use the shelters are referred to as ‘guests’ throughout this resource pack.
